Description and objectives:


We will visit organic coffee fields in the surroundings of the impressive town of Cuetzalan, Puebla.  Original vegetation at the site is tropical cloud forests, but few patches of native vegetation remain today.  Thanks to organic production of coffee, indigenous inhabitants of the area maintain a large proportion of the local flora and fauna.  In addition, they maintain a few reservoirs with old growth cloud forest.  We will learn from indigenous communities which practices they implement to maintain diversity in their fields, and how they incorporate research in their management.  On the way back to Morelia we will spend half a day in Teotihuacan ruins, and will also visit the Anthropology Museum in Mexico city.

Form of payment: To register and pay for the trip on line press HERE. Any cancellation will have a penalty of 40 USD for bank fees.
